Take a whole peeled onion, hollow it out, and fill with
chili, rice, pasta, meat, or vegetables and bake for a delicious one-dish meal.

Use onions in a roasting bag with meat or other vegetables or in a favorite slow cooker recipe for a
home-cooked meal with extra savory, mouthwatering flavor.
